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Over the past three years, EuroPCR, in close collabo-
ration with EACTS and the Working group of
Cardiovascular Surgery of the ESC has worked to
strengthen the ties between surgeons and inter-
ventional cardiologists.

EuroPCR 2008 proved that open debate and 
discussion, in a positive and constructive fashion is
possible, and it was a real pleasure to be involved in
sessions - where we tried, and often succeeded in
reaching a consensus together.

Our knowledge and skills are the base on which we
build our daily practice, and today we see that
many of the techniques particular to both specialties
are now merging - inviting both cardiologists and
surgeons to share their experience and expertise
across the artificial boundaries of disciplines.
